With existing partnerships in place at a local, regional and national level, the
joint force of Inspire and Nottingham Music Service will support the delivery of
the Local Plan for Music Education and provide progression routes and
inclusive access for children and young people.

The funding gives the consortium scope to develop school/CPD networks

and identify and remove barriers to participation. Developing skills and
